This year the general topic of the symposium is “Catalysis and sustainable development”.
Professor ERTL developed modern aspect of catalysis by studying, at the most
fundamental level on model surfaces, how simple molecules such as dinitrogen,
dioxygen etc... are activated and dissociated.
